The 
MagniÞcat is the canticle drawn from the 
biblical words attributed to the Mother of 
Christ upon the occasion of  her visitation 
to her cousin Elizabeth. In the narrative, 
after Mary greets Elizabeth who is 
pregnant with the future John the Baptist, 
the child moves within Elizabeth's womb. 

When Elizabeth praises Mary for her 
faith, Mary sings what is now known as 
the MAGNIFICAT in response.  “My 
soul doth magnify the Lord.Ó  
     The MAGNIFICAT forms part of  
the evening service of  Vespers, in the 
Divine OfÞce of  the Catholic liturgy, and 
thus appears in composed settings. As 
part of  the evening service of  the Church 
of  England it has similarly been 
subjected to musical treatment. There are 
notable settings in the early 17th century 
by Claudio Monteverdi and a hundred 
years later by Johann Sebastian Bach.  

Many other settings have also been 
composed.  
     This eveningÕs concert will feature 
selections from the MAGNIFICAT 
written by several different composers.  
Featured composers are:  Claudio 
Monteverdi, Johann Sebastian Bach, 
David Hogan, Jonathan Willcocks, 
Morton Lauridsen and Einojuhani 
Rautavaara.

The Ministry of the Altar Guild
How Shall I Serve Him?

Just as your own home is given warmth by decorations, ßowers, 
and furniture, so too is our parish home.  What exactly is the 
work of  the Altar Guild?  
     The Altar Guild is responsible for the weekly care and 
upkeep of  the sanctuary with clean altar linens, fresh ßowers or 
plants called for by the season, and maintaining these plants 
and those in the Commons.  We are blessed to have a number 
of  very gifted women whose specialty is in ßoral arrangement.  
Seasonal decoration on a grander scale, like Christmas and 
Easter, is also part of  the Guild's ministry.
     Members also launder the puriÞcators used with the 
communion cup and take care that they are returned to the 
Sacristy within a couple days. The priestÕs vestments are also 
laundered or taken to the dry cleaners on a regular basis.         
     The Altar Guild is not in the ChurchÕs budget.  All monies 
come from donations and bequests.  The Altar Guild pays for 
the wine and wafers, candles, ßowers, linens, vestments and 
more.              
    There are several items the Altar Guild would like to 
purchase for the Church this year. We are hoping someone 
might like to donate these items as a memorial to a loved one.  
Here's what we need and the approximate cost:

¥ A brass cross with Corpus for the St Joseph altar !$750
¥ Fair linen and cere cloth for the portable altar ( used at the 

contemporary Mass) !$400-500
¥ New white frontal !$3000

     Flower memorials are available for each Sunday of  the year.  It 
can be a one-time or a yearly memorial.  We ask for a donation 
towards the cost of  the ßowers; we spend between $50 and $75 
on an average Sunday-more for big feast days. !
     We also will begin having Sanctuary Candle memorials.  A 
donation of  $10 will go towards the cost of  the 3 Sanctuary 
candles.  In each case, your loved one will be remembered at 
each Mass and mentioned in the bulletin.  To have a ßower or

     We are always looking for new members for the Altar Guild.  
Members work in rotating teams of  four.  You do not have to 
be an experienced decorator or gardener to belong to the guild. 
Everyone's gift is appreciated, and everyone learns from the 
other and takes satisfaction in providing a welcoming, prayerful 
environment.

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Holy Oil Repository

“Anointing”.  The symbolism of  anointing with oil signiÞes 
the Holy Spirit, [1 John 2:20-27] to the point of  becoming a 
synonym for the Holy Spirit.
     There are three main types of  sacred oils used by the 
Church, all of  which signify the work of  the Holy Spirit and 
symbolize it in that oil.  The three major holy oils used are: 

¥ Oil of  Catechumens [O.C. = Oleum Catechumenorum] 
Blessing of  the Catechumens - those preparing for 
baptism

¥ Holy Chrism [S.C. = Sanctum Chrisma] Used at baptism, 
ConÞrmation, Ordinations to the Priesthood, and the 
consecrating of  altars.

¥ Oil of  the Sick [O.I. = Oleum InÞrmorum] Anointing of  
the Sick

The Holy Oils are symbols of  spiritual nourishment and the 
light of  grace and are used primarily for baptism, 
conÞrmation, ordination to the Priesthood, anointing of  the 
sick, and consecration of  new altars.
     The blessing of  oils is performed by the Bishop of  each 
diocese on Maundy Thursday (ÒHoly ThursdayÓ) in the 
dioceseÕs cathedral during a ÒChrism Mass.Ó  The oils are 
kept in metal or glass bottles.  These vessels are then stored in 
a cabinet called an Òambry,Ó which is usually Þxed to the wall 
of  the sanctuary or near the baptistry. 
     Therefore, with great care and reverence, the Church 
honors these sacraments in which Holy Oil is implemented.  
By keeping the oils in digniÞed vessels and displaying them in 
a handsome, well-lit case, the faithful can deeper regard their 
signiÞcance. You will now notice in the back of  the Church we 
have a proper ÒambryÓ where the Holy Oils are stored.  This 
ambry was made especially for St. UrielÕs and given to the 
glory of  God by Elsye Eckler and members of  her family in 
memory of  Ed Eckler.  This new Holy Oil Repository was 
blessed at the Mass on September 18, 2011.

The Liturgical Corner Making the Sign of the Cross

The Cross is the central symbol for Christians, not only as the 
instrument of  the worldÕs salvation by the cruciÞed Christ, but 
also as the constant witness to the fact -- that a person cannot 
be a Christian unless one lives with the cross as the center of  
oneÕs life in this world. ÒIf  any man would come after me, let him deny 
himself  and take up his cross and follow he.Ó (Mk 8:34).
     For this reason Christians place upon themselves the sign of  
the cross. !This unique and all-embracing symbol shows that 
the cross is the inspiration, power and indeed the very content 
of  our lives as Christians; and that our mind, heart and 
strength must be given to the love of  God and man.
     The sign of  the Cross can be made at almost any time. It is 
usually made either in response to it being traced over us, in 
blessing by a priest, or at particularly signiÞcant points in 
worship and prayer. Example, when receiving absolution from 
the priest, at the elevation of  the Blessed Sacrament, at the 
conclusion of  the Gloria [crosses in the missalettes at Mass 
indicate the proper places for making the sign of  the cross, and 
when receiving the Eucharist.  Many Anglicans make the Sign 
of  the Cross when they begin and end a prayer.
     With the Sign of  the Cross we recall in particular the 
blessing of  the life, death and resurrection of  Jesus Christ.  We 
trace a cross on ourselves, the cross of  Jesus.  His death on the 
Cross was an outpouring of  love for us.  The Sign of  the Cross 
is a reminder of  His love, a love found not only in the past, but 
here and now, as we make this sign upon ourselves; for the love 
of  Jesus Christ abides forever.
     The Sign of  the Cross is a wonderful daily expression of  our 
relationship with God. God is the One who blesses.  This 
prayer reminds us that each day, in good times and bad, in 
danger and sorrow, GodÕs care and blessings are never far from 
us.
     Tracing this holy sign on our forehead, our hearts and our 
shoulders, we remember we are blessed in mind and heart and 
all our being.  We can approach God with conÞdence through 
Jesus Christ whose ever present love this holy sign recalls. ÒCome 
to me,Ó God says through this prayer, Òdo not be afraid.  Before you 
take one step, I reach to embrace you with blessings in my hands.Ó
     The early Church Fathers attested to the use of  the Sign of  
the Cross.  Tertullian (d. ca. 250) described the commonness of  
the sign of  the cross: ÒIn all our travels and movements, in all our 
coming in and going out, in putting on our shoes, at the bath, at the table, 
in lighting our candles, in lying down, in sitting down, whatever 
employment occupies us, we mark our foreheads with the sign of  the 
cross" (De corona, 30).
     St. Cyril of  Jerusalem (d. 386) in his Catechetical Lectures 
stated, ÒLet us then not be ashamed to confess the CruciÞed. Be the cross 
our seal, made with boldness by our Þngers on our brow and in everything; 
over the bread we eat and the cups we drink, in our comings and in our 
goings out; before our sleep, when we lie down and when we awake; when 
we are traveling, and when we are at restÓ  Catecheses, 13).

Occasionally, it is helpful to revisit the purpose and meaning 
of  our Liturgical practices.  It is difÞcult for the worship of  
God to be authentic if  what we do liturgically does not make 
sense.
